New programs, facilities to belp at-risk young adults

hen we think of those
who are or at risk of being
homeless, we normally do

not think of young adults, ages18-25.
Yet, in Luzerne County, the number of
homeless individuals in this age group
is alarming and growing.

Volunteers of America is responding
to this need and has partnered with
Luzerne County to develop two

housing facilities in the Wyoming
Valley.

One of the facilities is the
Garrahan Street Residence in
Hanover Township. The Garrahan
Street Residence has been in
operation since August. The property
is a duplex with two, two-bedroom
apartments and is located in a very
nice neighborhood. “The goal of the

residence is to provide safe, affordable
and permanent housing for young
adults who are at risk of
homelessness”, said Bill Jones, vice
president and chief operating officer.
“By offering affordable rent, the
residents can begin to build stability
in their lives.”

The second facility will be located
at 25 North River Street in downtown
Wilkes-Barre and will also be home to
the administrative offices for our
Northeast PA
services.

The second
and third floors
of the building
will become
known as the
Manna House
Apartments and
will offer
transitional
housing and supportive services for up
to eight young adults, 18-25 years old,
who are homeless. The program is
expected to begin in March 2007.

“Unfortunately, the need is real”,
Jones said. “Many of those we will
serve will be individuals who have
been in the child welfare system. They
are not yet prepared to be self-

sufficient and are at
risk of long-term
homelessness,” he
explained.

In addition to
county funding, the
Manna House
Apartments will
receive funding
support from HUD,
the Commonwealth
of Pennsylvania,
private foundations,
individuals and
corporate donors.

Jones said that
residents will
receive case
management
services and will work with life-skill
coaches to develop their strengths and
skills so that they will be able to
achieve and sustain permanent
housing.

Some children are
merely victims of cir-
cumstance.

Others are trapped
in a cycle of poverty
or issues related to
broken family struc-
tures.

Most children in
foster care, however,
are the victims of neg-
| lect, abuse and poor
! decision making.
Foster children range in age from
infancy to 18 and may be placed in fos-
ter care for several days to several
years.

The role of foster parents in the lives
of these fragile, at-risk children is impor-
tant in providing consistency, perma-
nency and stability.

Foster homes also promote healthy
growth and better social environment.

Donna Widham Wright who
recruits foster home parents, believes
Volunteers of America provides excel-
lent support to foster parents and the
children,

“We provide great training, support,
around-the-clock emergency access,
reimbursement, referral services and so
much more,” she explained. “We meas-
ure our success in the positive outcome
in the lives of the children and do all
we can to help the parents care for the
children”

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Like Father, Like Son

s a kid growing up on the tough
A streets of Allentown, Alvin

Wright loved his days at the
Volunteers of America Children’s
Center.

“I understand that I could be a hand-
ful at times,” the proud father will tell
you today. “At the center I always felt I
was a priority. I never wanted to be
picked up early. I always felt safe,
always warm, always welcomed.”

“As a child at the center everything
was great and it was everything I did
not have at home. They took me to the

park and they took me swimming. I
always felt like they looked forward to
seeing me as much as I looked forward
to seeing them.”

Without the center, life would have
been much different for Alvin, who was
raised by a grandmother unable to do
activities kids like to do.

“My education would have come
totally from the street—where you see
the drunks, the drug users and hear all
the cursing” Wright said. “Monday
through Friday I was at the center—eat-
ing good meals, being protected by
people who loved me, playing in a
fenced area and not the street. I was
allowed to be a boy.

“I know what today’s kids are going
through. Kids have it even tougher

today. Society is
tougher. TV is
tougher. That makes
small successes with
the kids so much larg-
er. I reinforce posi-
tives. I stay away
from the negatives.

“I know at any sec-
ond I can change a
life just by giving posi-
tive reinforcement—
pushing good grades,
pushing college, push-
ing anti-violence,
pushing the impor-
tance of respect, espe-
cially self respect.
Those positives are
things you will carry
through life”

Today Wright works
at Graterford State Correctional
Institute, shares his positive messages
with kids as a volunteer at the center
and knows two important things:

The first is that he and his wife
Angela want their son Anthony to be
around people who love him. That’s
why Anthony is enrolled at the center.

The second is that the center’s green
liquid soap that he so hated as a child
because “it had a funny smell and stung
his skin” doesn’t really burn after all.

“It’s nice to be able to come back
and see Miss Dolores (Dolores
Swavely, director of the center). 1
always tell her I'm going to make you
proud of me.” She always answers,“You
already have”

Thousands of children receive books

Volunteers of America distributed
more than 45,000 new books this past
year to children in need.

The books are supplied to Volunteers
of America through a partnership with
Scholastic, Inc., which ships them to the
organization in large four-foot square
gaylords.

Before distribution, the books are
sorted and stamped by volunteers like
Egan Hall, of Harrisburg.
